THE LONGBOARD RULE

AS PER USSF (UNITED STATES SURFING FEDERATION) AND THE CCSC (CALIFORNIA COALITION OF SURFING CLUBS) REGULATIONS FOR CHILDREN AGE 16 AND YOUNGER: 

A LONGBOARD IS CONSIDERED TO BE A SURFBOARD AT LEAST THREE FEET OR MORE OVER THE COMPETETORS HEAD.  ANYTHING BELOW THAT THRESHOLD WILL BE CONSIDERED A SHORTBOARD REGARDLESS OF THE SHAPE OF THE BOARD.

PLEASE CONSIDER ALL ELEMENTS; WIND, SWELL AND TIDE WHEN CHOOSING THE BOARD YOU WANT TO RIDE AS WELL AS CONSIDERING WHICH DIVISION (LONGBOARD OR SHORTBOARD) THAT YOU HAVE REGISTERED TO SURF.
